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The first CALLISTO Station in Nepal was successfully installed, configured and 

in operational , with a self-made antenna, at Tribhuvan university, Department of 

Physics, Prithvi Narayan Campus, Pokhara, Nepal, which is located at the latitude 

of 28-degree North and longitude of 83 degree east at an altitude of 1008m above 

the sea level. The responsible person for the CALLISTO on operation is Mr.
